Cut Flower Care Guide

Here at Wind Haven Farm we lovingly grow and care for our cut flowers, so that you, the floral enthusiast, can enjoy them in your home for at least a week or more depending on the varieties.  However there are some very simple instructions you can do at home to stretch their bloom time even more.
1. When you bring them home, re-cut the stems at an angle, taking off ¼ in. of the stem. Stems scab over just like we do when exposed to the air, so you are creating a fresh cut so that they can efficiently hydrate.
2. Make sure to remove any leaves that would be touching or below the water.  The leaves create bacteria that clogs the stems and causes premature death in flowers.  
3. Place them into a clean vase, with clean water. 
4. Every couple days re-cut the stems and replace old water with clean water.  This removes any blocked stems and removes dirty water that may harbor bacteria that will clog the stems.
